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In addition to general mandatory reporting laws, there are profession-specific laws which may require providing information or reporting.

When “a professional has reasonable
cause to believe that a victim with whom
[they have] had a professional interaction
has experienced domestic violence and
abuse or dating violence and abuse.”

What is “domestic and dating violence
and abuse”?

Domestic and dating violence and abuse
occurs when:

e A spouse or former spouse, a person
with whom they share a child in
common, live or have lived together as
a couple, or are or have been in a dating
relationship

o Inflicts a physical injury, serious
physical injury, stalking, sexual
abuse, assault, or the infliction of
fear of imminent physical injury,
serious physical injury, sexual
abuse, or assault upon the other

No report made here?, instead,
must provide victim with:

e educational materials related to
domestic or dating violence and
abuse,

e referral information for accessing
regional domestic violence
programs or rape crisis centers, and

¢ information about how to access
protective orders
